Citing litigation surrounding the Arizona law, Bradley said that during the three-year
period after that law went into effect, the state rejected 32,500 registration forms lacking
proof of citizenship. But the state, he said, Owas not able to identify anyone as a

REQUIRING DOCUMENTARY PROOF OF CITIZENSHIP VIOLATES

NATIONAL VOTER REGISTRATION ACT.

According to the Executive Director of the U.S. Election Assistance Commission (EAC),
states may not require documentary proof of citizenship to be submitted with the federal
voter registration form. Refusing to accept registration applications because the applicant
did not include documentary proof of citizenship would violate the National Voter
Registration Act (the "NVRA," or Motor Voter Act).

It is difficult and sometimes impossible for some citizens to get supporting documentation: for
instance, in certain parts of the country, elderly African Americans and many Native Americans
were born at home, under the care of midwives, and do not possess birth certificates. People of
color, people with disabilities, the elderly and low-income citizens are among the demographic
groups least likely to have documents to prove citizenship in their possession.

CHANGE OF RESIDENCE ISSUES

If either of these bills pass, the Othe grandfathered inO voters still would have to show proof of
citizenship the first time one changes residence from one county to another. We feel this is an
extraordinary inconvenience for the majority of the population, regardless of socio-economic
status. This is an especially salient point considering Georgia has 159 counties, and 15 of them
comprise the metro Atlanta area.

ITIS AFELONY TO PHOTOCOPY OR FAX NATURALIZATION PAPERS
Thereby making it mandatory for naturalized citizens to have but one option of voting registration
location: to report to the county registrars office.

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Unless otherwise indicated, the margin of error for these survey results, to a 95% confidence level, is +2%.
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We note that 135 respondents indicated that they had both a U.S. birth certificate and U.S. naturalization papers. This most likely
indicates confusion on the part of the respondents, who might not have understood what a Onaturalization certificateO is. Because
these 135 individuals most likely do possess some documentary proof of citizenship, whether birth certificate or naturalization papers,
they have been included for purposes of these results with survey respondents who indicated that they do possess citizenship
documents. If these 135 respondents were excluded from the total sample, the remaining population would have revealed an even
Larger portion (nine percent) without documentary proof of citizenship.

The survey did not yield statistically significant results for differential rates of possession of citizenship documents by race, age, or
other identified demographic factors.
